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The COVID-19 pandemic introduced enormous challenges to educational delivery, causing
real-time disruptions to student learning and resulting in lingering effects that persist in
classrooms and campuses across the nation. Educators and policymakers, confronted with
unprecedented challenges, responded with diverse policies and strategies to alleviate the
negative consequences. While researchers will explore these issues for decades, early
efforts by leading economic researchers offer valuable insights into the pandemic’s impact
and the effectiveness of policies in mitigating its consequences.
